Patil said that 259 seats in
deemed colleges and 30% un-
der ComedK would be re-
served for students from the
state. Besides, 66% seats in mi-
nority institutes would be re-
served for Kannada students.

These seats would be filled
based on the NEET rankings.
Any student who has pursued
MBBS in the state is eligible to
avail these seats.

Even as the state wished to
mandate that the domieile pe-
riod be extended to seven years
for those who wish to awvail
seats in the category reserved
for Karnataka students, a few
aspirants approached the apex
court in this regard. Patil said.,
hence anyone residing in Kar-
nataka for five years would be
eligible as per the existing
NOTrims.

He said that there has been
no fee hike in the government
seats. However, there is a per-
mission to hike the fee for gov-
ernment gquota seats in private
colleges by not more than 10%.

The state would also fix fee for
the seats reserved for Karnata-
ka students in the colleges.

Deemed universities have
hiked their fee anywhere be-
tween 30 to 40% this time
around. According to repre-
sentatives of the deemed uni-
wversities, the hikes were based
on the demand of the courses.

Deemed Universities

In a first, the deemed univer-
sities will part with 25%0 of their
postgraduate medical and den-
tal seats which would now be
added to the existing govern-
ment quota seats. With this, an
additional 249 medical seats
and 88 dental seats would be
added to the government gquota
seat matrix.

Additonal Seats

An additional 350 MIBBS
seats would be added this year,
according to Patil. He said the
number of seats in Mandyva,
Hassan, Raichur, Belagavi and
Bidar government medical col-
leges would be increased from
100 to 150, while that of KIIVMS
Hubballi would be increased
from 150 to 200.

Deemed varsities to give
25% seats for govt. quota

In a move likely to benefit
meritorious medical and
dental seat aspirants in the
State, deemed universities
will, for the first time, part
with 25% of their postgradu-
ate seats and add them to
the government quota. With
this, 249 medical seats and
88 dental seats will be added
to the existing government
(quota seat matrix.

At a press conference on
Wednesday, Medical Educa-
tion Minister Ssharan Prakash
Patil said deemed universit-

ies, after several rounds of

meetings, had agreed to part
with 25% of their seats,
which will now be available
at “concessional” rates,
These seats will be allotted
to candidates through the
common counselling con-
ducted by the Karnataka Ex-
aminations Authority (KEA).

Actlon agalnst
student’s father

The Medical Education
Department has decided
to initiate action against
the ENT specialist at the
Bangalore Medical
College and Research
Institute who was on the
panel which gave a
prospective student a fake
disability certificate. She
had used the certificate to
obtain an MBBS seat at
the Kempegowda
Institute of Medical
Sciences in 2012-13,
Minister for Medical
Education Sharan

Prakash Patil said the
department would
initiate action against
Mahesh Babu, the girl’s
father who was also on
the panel. The Karnataka
Examinations Authority
cancelled her seat last
week after verification by
doctors from the National
Institute of Mental Health
and Neurosciences that
the girld had indeed
produced a fake disability
certificate.

The student was to
receive her MBBS degree
in 2017-2018 and was in
her final year of college,
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252 soeats for &Zovio Cgquiota

According to official
sources, in the past deemed
universities would part with
only a percentage of en-
hanced seats (additional
seats granted by the govern-
ment to those universities to
increase student intake). For
instance, if a university had
100 seats and then received
permission to add 50 seats,

only a percentage of the new

seats would be ceded to the
government. This is the first
time they are parting with a
percentage of their total
seats, sources said.

Meanwhile, all educa-
tional institutions may now
have to reserve 30% of their
seats for Karnataka students.
This will be in addition to
the government quota seats
that are already being given
by unaided and minority in-
stitutions, Dr. Patil said. He,
however, added that there
would be no fee concession
for this. This will apply to all:
private, religious, and lin-
guistic minority institutions.

Confusion over circular
There was some confusion

at the press conference
when M. Patil initially an-
nounced that 25% seats un-
der the NRI and Manage-
ment quota would be filled
by the colleges themselves
and not through centralised
counselling,

The department later cla-
rified that there was a fake
Medical Council of India cir-
cular doing the rounds with
this misinformation. The
Minister said they would re-
gister a police complaint to
find out who created this
fake circular.

DEEMED medical universities in
the state have finally agreed to
share 25 per cent of their seats
with the state government fo be
filled under government quota
through common counselling by
the Karnataka Examinations
Authority

Medical Education Minister
Dr Sharan Prakash Patil had sey-
eral rounds of meetings with the
representatives of these univer-
sities in this regard, The seat

sharing will pply to the ongoing
seat allotment process for PG ad-
missions. With this move, at least
200 more medical seats will be
added to the pool of the seat ma-
trix of PG medical seats under
government quotz.

The minister said, “The gov-
ernment and deemed universi:

ties will sign the consensual

agreement for 75:25 seat-sharing
where 25 per cent will be under
government quota, ) per cent in-
stitutional quota and the rest 25
per cent under NRI and manage-
ment quota.”

The government quota seats
will be available at a fixed fee of
{6 lakh. The fee for each clinical
seat in these univesities varies
from ¥251akh to T3 crore.

“Seats like radiology, pasdiat-
rics and orthopasdics will cost
crores. I they are availablefor 36
lakh, it will bea boon for us,” said
a PG medical seat aspirant

Meanwhile, of the 50 per cent
of their institutional quota, the
deemed universities will provide
30 per cent for Karnataka stu-
dents. But there will be no fee
conession.
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
