Bengaluru: Warning heads
of all medical, dental, and
engineering colleges across
Karnataka against charging
excess fees, the Admissions
Overseeing Committee head-
ed by Justice Anand Byrared-
dy on Monday issued an or-
der to all institutions direct-
ing them to abstain from

charging additional fees from

students. It directed these col-
leges to refrain from collect-
ing any additional fees other
than ones for tuition, hostel,
university and mess.

The committee has further

asked all colleges collecting
fees under heads other than
those mentioned above to re-
ply within three days, explain-

ing why no action should be

initiated against them. All
colleges which have taken ex-

tra fees, irrespective of wheth-
er complaints have been filed
against them or not, have been
asked to file responses.

The committee’s interven-
tion came after it received
complaints from students and
parents seeking admissions to
these professional colleges.

Several medical colleges
have been accused of demand-
ing “clinical fees” and collect-
ing the same for the entire
course. The colleges’ justifica-
tion is that such a payment
needs to be made to hospitals
to use their facilities. Some
students have complained
about colleges charging fees
under heads such as organiz-
ing cultural and tech fests,
among others.

“As there are admitted
aasmog“megal demands and

committee to take prompt pu-
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nitive action which may result
in serious consequences for
the colleges, which may also
impact the future of students
studying there,” reads the
committee’s order.

As a first step, all colleges
which have collected addi-
tional fees have been asked to
Keep the same‘amount in a
fixed deposit with a national-

ized bank for three months
and inform the committee
about it within three days of
receiving the order.

The order pointed out that
under Karnataka professional
educational laws, the upper
limit for fees has been pre-
scribed for every quota and
collection of ‘additional fees
isn’t permissible.

Bengaluru: Three middle-
men posing as agents in Ben-
galuru medical colleges cheat-
ed two seat aspirants in two
different cases. Together, they
made away with Rs 30 lakh,
Koramangala police said
Nagendra Kumar Yadav, a
businessman from Alla-
habad, was cheated of Rs 18
lakh after two middlemen
promised to get his daughter
a medical seat in Bengaluru.
In his complaint, Yadav said
he got in touch with Sandeep
Singh and Zahid Alam on an
education website. When Ya-
dav enquired about a medical
seal for his daughter, the duo
promised him one in Raja-
rajeshwari Medical College
and Hospital, Bengaluru.
“They asked me to deposit Rs
5 lakh to a bank account pro-
vided by them. I trusted them
and deposited the said
amount on August 28, | then
came to Bengaluru with my
daughter for her admission,”

On September 2, Yadav reg-
istered a complaint with Ko-
ramangala police. Police said
Yadav first met the fraudsters
in Gurugram, where he paid
them Rs 5 lakh through an on-
line transaction. *“We are in-
vestigating the case,” added a

In another case, Umesh
Kumar a teacher from Patna,
filed a complaint with Madi-
wala police on August 31, al-
leging he was cheated by a
tout of Rs 12 lakh.

The complainant said he
had approached Ashok Kumar
Choudhary, who posed as an
HR executive from Sangyan
Educen Servicee, located at
Lenin Sarani, Kolkata, Choud-
hary had promised a medical
seat for his daughter at BGS
Global Medical College, Ben-
galuru, Kumar paid Rs 7 lakh
to the firm through online
banking on August 28 and paid
another 2 lakh in cash at Vis-
vaswaraiah Guest House, Ko-
ramangala Il Block on August
31. The same day, he also gave
Choudhary a chegue of Rs 3
lakh. But soon after, Chowd-
hary switched off his cell-
phone and has been untrace-
able since,

Madiwala police have reg-
istered a case of cheating
against Choudhary and the
director of Sangyan Educen
Servicee and have launched
a manhunt for the abscond-
ing person.
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
