NEW DELHI, DHNS: The UGC
has directed a total of 14
deemed-to-be universities in-.
cluding Ja+gadguru Sri Shiv-
arathreeswara University and
Manipal Academy of Higher
Education not to use the word
“University,” threatening with
action in case of non-compli-
ance ofits directive.

The Indian institute of Sci-

ence, Bangalore, Manipal
Academy of Higher Educa-
tion, KLE Academy of Higher
Education and Research,
BLDE University, Vijaypur,
and Swami Vivekananda Yoga
Anusandhana Samsthana are
among the list of deemed-to-
be-universities in Karnataka
whom the commission has is-
sueditsdireativein thisregard.

The UGC has also is-
sued similar directive to 109

deemed-to-be-universities.

This comes following a recent |

Supreme Court verdict. The
apex court, while hearing a
petition on deemed-to-be-uni-
versities offering correspond-
€Nce course in engineering,
directed the government to
restrain deemed-to-be-uni-
versities from using the word
‘University’ within one month
from the date of judgement.
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“The institutions are hereby
directed to restrain from using
the word ‘University’ with its
name failing which necessary
action would be initiated in
accordance with the UGC (in-
stitutions deemed-to-be-unj-
versities) Regulations, 2016.
Instead, the Institution may
mention the word “Deemed
to be University” within pa-
renthesis,” the UGC said in its
directive,
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For the deemed-to-be-uni-
versities which were notified
by the central government
with the word “University”
with their names, the higher
education regulator said they
can send it a proposal for an
alternative name without us-
ing the word ‘University.’

“Such deemed-to-be-uni-
versities can also apply for
an alternative name with the
HRD Ministry,” UGC Secre-
tary P K Thakur said.

The Tata Institute of Social
Sciences, Bombay; Symbiosis
International University, Pune;
Homi Bhabha National Insti-
tute, Bombay; Indian Institute
of Space Science and Technol-
ogy, Thiruvananthapuram;
and Vellore Institute of Tech-

-nology, Tamil Nadu are among

the deemed-to-be universities
which have to comply with the
UGCdirective. : .
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'SC refuses Constitution
bench on medical scam

NEW DELHI, DHNS: The
Supreme Courton Friday
annulled an ordertosetupa
Constitution bench to decide
on monitoring the CBI probe
in the medical colleges scam,
allegedly involving mem-
bers of the highest judiciary.

In a special sitting, a five-
judge Constitution bench
presided over by Chief Jus-
tice Dipak Misra declared
as “ineffective and not bind-
ing” an order passed by a
two-judge bench of Justices
J Chelameswar and S Abdul
Nazeer on Thursday.

“CJI is the magter of ros-
ter, though on judicial side,
he is first among equals. No
judge can hear a matter un-
less assigned by the CJI,
neither two-judge or three-
judge can allocate any mat-
ter to themselves, otherwise

it would lead to anarchy and
chaos in administration of
justice,” the bench, also com-
prising Justices R K Agrawal,
Arun Mishra, Amitava Roy
and A M Khanwilkar, said.
The court passed its after set-
ting up a five-judge bench in a
B e Sue Buidod o ie o Fhdy

PIL filed by NGO ‘Campaign
for Judicial Accountability and
Reforms’, even as advocate
Prashant Bhushan made loud
protest alleging the CJI should
not hear it as the charges
squarely covered him.

“It is factually-incorrect. No
FIR can be registered against
any judge of the country as
judges are protected under
the Constitution. It cannot be
evenagainstajudge ofadistrict
courtorahigh court, much less
of a Supreme Court, without
sanction,” the bench said.

“What kind of FIR is against
me? What nonsense? Please
read the FIR,” the CJI told
Bhushan, who contended,
“You would bring gross disre-
pute to the institution by taking
up this case”.

The CJI asked Additional So-
licitor General P S Narasimha
toreadoutorders passed by the
courtin September, relating to
a particular medical college.
The case has led to arrest of a
former Orissa HC judge I M
Quddusi and others by the CBI.
The CJI said he had already
instituted an in-house inquiry
against the Allahabad HC
Judge.*How can we know what

anybody talks about us... Can
judiciary be left to the disposal
of a Sub Inspector or an SHO,”
the bench asked Bhushan as
hedared the courttoissue con-
temptagainst him.

The bench then said, *You
are not worth contempt.”

Thebenchalso askedifa par-
ticular advocate can demand
a specific bench should hear
the matter. Senior advocate
Dushyant Dave has on Thurs-
day impressed upon a bench
led by Justice Chelameswar
to hear a petition filed by ad-
vocate Kamini Jaiswal. The
court had then sent'the mat-
ter to the Constitution bench
after noting allegations are
“disturbing” and pertained to
functioning of the apex court.
The court also asked why it
was insisted upon to hear
Jaiswal’s petition when a simi-
lar plea by an NGO was filed
and put up for hearing before
a bench of Justices A K Sikri
and Ashok Bhushan for Friday,
“Itis not shocking that an advo-
catewould say whoshould hear
who not. Is it not denigrating
us or undermining the edifice
of the institution,” the bench
asked.
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
