IMN the light of the Allianecs Und-
varsity fracas where studants
have been affected due to a dis-
pute betwesn two brothers over
ownership of the institate, the
state government has decided to
amend the Harnataka Educarion
Act so that it cean intervens in
such cases. Presently. there is no
provision under the Act for the
government to interfers or initi-
Ate action against private
universities.

Higher Education Minister Ba-
savaral Rayareddi said. “To pro-
tect the interest of students. the
government need to intervens
and when issues become serious,
like in the Alliance case, we
should takeover the institate. As
there is no such option under the
existing Act, we will bring in gen-
eral amendments which will ap-
ply to all private aniversities in
tho state.™
