The State Department of
Medical Education is all set to
submit a propoanl to the Medi
cal Council of India (MCI) un-
der the “one-time increase of
sonin”, announced by the Cen-
tral government recently Fol-
lowing an official communics-
tion from MCL the officials of
medical education department
are preparing individual pro-
posals for each college.

The deadline to apply is Janu-
ary 18, The MCI will also reject
any incomplete proposal.

As per iInformation svailable
from the department, of the 16
povernment medical colleges, 10
offer post graduate cotirsss and
all have clinfoal courses. “As the
increases will be based on the
teacher student ratio, we are
submitting a detailed proposal
individually for sach collegs,” a
department offlcial sald.

“We have to bo careful while
submitting the propossl In coase
there is a small error or any in-
complite data, thai we will lose
the opportunity to get o one-
time increase, and we will get
rejected.” the official added.

At presont, the total number of
PG seats svallable for MS (Mas-
tor of Surgery) and MD (Doctor
nte in Medicine) in goverranent
misilleal colleges in the stale is
747, while in PG diploma it is 175

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AICTE caps number of research scholars per guide

NEW DELHI: The All India
Council for Technical Educa-
tion (AICTE) has put acap
orrthe number of research
scholars that the faculty

of technical institutes can
guide.

As per revised rules, a pro-
fessor will guide a maximum
offour researchscholars while
anassociate professor just two

aratime.

Thisis the first time that the
council has put a cap on the
number of research scholars
per guide.

The revised rules will be
applicable to all engineering
colleges and other technical
institutes from the academic
session 2018-19.

“This has been done in the

best interest of the students,
Prescribed number of re-
search scholars per guide is
expected to improve quality
in the academic work of the
research scholars,” an AICTE
official told DH.

Last year, the University
Grants Commission (UGC)
had put a cap on the number
of students per guide, drawing
astiff opposition from students
ofsomeof the central universi-
ties, including the Jawaharlal
Nehru University.

“Research supervisor/co-

supervisor who is a professor,
atany given point of time, can-
not guide more than three M
Phil and eight PhD scholars.
An associate professor as re-
search supervisor can guide
uptoamaximum of two MPhil
and six PhD scholars and an
assistant professor asresearch
supervisor can guide up to a
maximum of one MPhil and
four PhD scholars,” the UGC's
2016 regulations stipulated.
The students claimed that
the move will cut down the M
Phil and PhD seats as a large

number of faculty positions in
their respective varsities were
lying vacant,

Asectionoffacultyalsocriti-
cised the move after the JNU
administration implemented
the revised regulations of the
UGC.

The AICTE in its revised
rules has stipulated that in-
stitutions should have at least
50% and 25% of the full-time
faculty members with PhD if
the institutions have applied
for approval of 20 seats and
10 seats in each of the pro-

grammes, respectively.

Such faculty can include a
fellow from the technical insti-
tutes approved by the Council,
those from the universities
recognised by the Association
of Indian University (AIL and
those from “reputed” foreign
universities.

“These faculty members
should have atleast two papers
published in referred indexed
cited international or nation-
al journals in the last three
years," the council added.
