The Karnataka Examina-
tions Authority has put out a
notice that it is mandatory
for those opting for govern-
ment and government quo-
ta postgraduate seats to
complete three years of ru-
ral service in Karnataka.

Sources pointed out that
while this rule has been in
force for several years now,
it was not being strictly en-
forced.

“We decided to put this
notice so that students are
aware of it. Several medical
colleges are facing shortage
of specialists,” an ofhcial
said.

The notice also adds that
the candidate has to com-
plete their service in the lo-
cation decided by the State
government. “They need to
furnish a duly notarised
bond to this effect at the
time of admission to the col-
lege.,” the notice stated.
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
