The Consortium of Medical

dule, which conducts coun
selling for government and
Fovernment - quola  seas
“Many students were not
comioriable with the online
svstern,” he said. However,
KEA for several years now,
has been doing offfine coun-
selling. While hlling of the
application form and the test
is online, the counselling will
be offline.

A college management
member said that many of
the students were entering

during online counselling
“Most students were not get-
ting into these colleges and
were not in a position o pick
any other seat later. In offline
counselling, students will
kenow what their choices are
and will pick the seat after
knowing what thelr position
is,” he said. Some students,
however, are disappointed
that they will have 1o travel
all the way o Bengaluru to
attend the counselling ses-

slons, while others feel that
the oflline process would re-
duce transparency in the
process, Pooja K., a student
who plans to appear for CO-
MEDK said, “The online pro-
