Fee regulatory panel pulls
up deemed, pvt. universities

The fee regulatory commit-
tee has pulled up deemed
and private universities in
the State for allegedly violat-
ing the fee structure fixed by
them.

The panel has issued the
proceedings to 15 deemed
universities and private in-
stitutions. While only one of
them has been allowed to
hike fees by 8% compared to
the previous year, all the
other institutions have been
asked to follow last year’s fee
structure as they did not
submit their balance sheets.

Committee chairman and
former judge D.V. Shylendra
Kumar said that they would
penalise these institutions if
they failed to comply with
the committee’s orders.
“The State government can
penalise these institutions or
even recommend to disaffi-

liate them,” he said. Howev-
er, deemed university repre-
sentatives said that they fall
under the purview of the
University Grants Commis-
sion and they had ap-
proached the court against
the fee regulatory commit-
tee’s orders.

Meanwhile, the admis-
sion overseeing committee
headed by Justice B. Mano-
har has issued notices to two
engineering colleges for al-
legedly charging excess fee
from students. They said
they would initiate action
once they receive a response
from the college.

Bengaluru: The fee regula-
tory committee (FRC) under
the Karnataka Examinations
Authority (KEA) has disap-
proved the fee hike proposals
of 14 out of 15 deemed-to-be
universities running profes-
sional courses in the state,
These colleges, say the com-
mittee members, failed to fur-
nish details of their audited
expenditure and development
plans which are essential for
fixing the fee,

“These colleges came for
the hearing and claimed that
they come under the UGC
(University Grants Commis-
sion) regulations of fee fixa-
tion, have their own in-house
fee fixation committees and
are not bound by the Karna-
taka Professional Educational
Institutions (Regulation of
Admission of Determination
fee) Act-2006 to abide by our

recommendations. But we
pointed out that the Act does
not exclude them. We rejected
their proposals because they
did not furnish the original
audited copies of expenditure.
The medical or dental colleges
did not reveal income from
their attached hospitals. They
furnished expenditure on the
hospitals as part of the ex-
penditure for students,"” said

It said 32 out of 36 dental
colleges and 27 out of 30
medical colleges, 35 out of 58
pharmacy colleges and
42 out of 55 unani colleges
furnished details.

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‘1-yr rural stint
must for govt
quota medicos’

Bengaluru: Candidates who have
secured seats through the govern-

_ment quota in medical colleges will

have to serve in rural hospitals for
a minimum of one year,
and related rules will be framed
shortly, said chief minister HD Ku-
maraswamy on Wednesday. This
applies to both government and
private colleges.

After inaugurating the cardiac
MRI facility at Jayadeva Institute
of Cardio Vascular Sciences and
Research, the CM said: “Young doc-
tors must work in rural areas and
treat the poor. This will become
mandatory in Karnataka in some-
time.” He also promised to
strengthen laws to check attacks
against doctors.

Referring to the budget allocation
of Rs 30 crore for organ transplants,
he said the project will be named as
marujanma (rebirth), as suggested
by the director of Jayadeva institute
Dr CN Manjunath. TN

BENGALURU, DHNS: As many
as 82 institutions in Karna-
taka have been declared
ineligible for the 8% fee
hike recommended by the
fee regulatory committee
recently for the current
academicyear 2018-19.
The list of such institutions
includes engineering,
dental, medical, pharmacy,
Ayurveda and hemoeopa-
thy colleges.

The fee regulatory commit-
tee headed byformer Karnata-
ka High Court judge Shylend-
ra Kumar had fixed the 8% fee
hike for institutions offering
various courses that include
deemed universities, private
universities and private colleg-
es. All colleges offering Unani
and naturopathy and yogic sci-
ence courses in the state were
eligible for the fee hike.

Wednesday, Justice Kumar
clarified that the 8% fee hike
was recommended by the
committee based on the Kar-
nataka Private Educational
Institutions Act (regulation of
admission and determination
of fee). “We had asked all the
institutions to submit their ac-
counts., Outof 394 institutions
in various streams, 82 insti-
tutions did not submit their
accounts. Hence we declared
them to be non-eligible for the
8% fee hike and ordered them
to go ahead with the admis-
sion process with the previous
year’s fee structure,” Justice
Kumar said.

If these ineligible institu-
tions go ahead with the 8% fee
hike or demand more than the
previousyear’s fee, they will be
penalised.

“The managements had
quoted variousreasons like fu-
ture development, infrastruc-
ture, facilities etcjustifying the
fee hike. However, itis not pos-
sible to give more than 8%. We
have conveyed this to all the
institutions and made them

agree to this,” he added. “As’
