Fees for the medical and
dental seats for 2019-2020
academic year are yet to be
fixed. However, students
hoping to pursue medicine
or dentistry may have to
shell out more money as col-
leges are planning to urge
the State government to hike
the fees.

dental colleges come, said:
“The government is yet to
convene a meeting on fees.
We will demand a hike but
do not know the quantum.”

Sources said the founda-
tion is likely to press for 15%
hike. However, senior offi-
cials in the Medical Educa-
tion Department said the
State government will “ne-
gotiate” with college man-
agements as fees had been
hiked last year. As per an

earlier agreement with the
State government, colleges
have already increased fees
by 10% for 2019-2020.

The first round of seat al-
lotment is likely to take
place on June 25 and coun-
selling is expected to be
completed by August 18.

for NEET counselling

1.02 lakh students from the State appeared for the exam

This year, the percentage of
candidates from Karnataka
who qualified for the Nation-
al Eligibility cum Entrance
Test (NEET) 2019 was margi-
nally lower compared to the
previous vear.

As per data from the Na-
tional Testing Agency (NTA),
which announced the results
on Wednesday, around
63.25% of the total 1.02 lakh
students from the State who
appeared for the competi-
tive examination are eligible
to take part in the counsell-
ing process. Last year,
53.51% candidates from the
State had qualified.

The NEET scores are the
gateway to medical, dental,
ayurveda, unani, and ho-
maeopathy courses. Coun-
selling for the 15% all-India
quota seats will be conduct-
¢d by the Directorate Gener-
al of Health Services, while
the Karnataka Examinations
Authority will hold it for re-
maining seats for Karnataka.

As many as 1,017 candi-
dates attempted NEET in
Kannada. Across [India,
8.86% registered for the test
in regional languages, while
the rest took it in English and
Hindi. As many as 73 candi-
dates had appeared for
NEET re-examination on
May 20, after they missed
the exam due to a seven-
hour train delay. The num-
ber of seats for the State is
yet to be announced by the
Medical Council of India.
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
