THE tentative schedule for the
National Eligibility cum En-
trance Test (NEET) 2017 is out.
It will be held on May 7, 2017.

Though there is no official
communication from the test
conducting authority or agen-
cy (CBSE), the colleges in the
city are sending messages to
their students about the an-
nouncement of the schedule.
According to the messages,
January 23, 2017, is the last date
to submit applications for
NEET.

The officials of the State De-
partment of Medical Educa-
tion have however not received
any official communication,
but they too are saying that it
will be held on May 7. “As it has
been announced earlier, the
test will be conducted on the
first Sunday of the month.
NEET 2017 will be held on May
- 7,” asenior official of the Medi-

cal Education Department
said. The NEET exam pattern
consists of 180 multiple cholce
questions. This is the only gate-
way to get medical or dental
seats for under graduate cours-
es according to the Supreme
Court direction.

State govt writes to Centre

Sharan Prakash Patil has com-
municated to the Union gov-

The Central government had
announced that NEET would
be conducted in eight languag-
es, but Kannada was not in-
cluded. The state government
has also written to the Minis-
try of Health and Family Wel-
fare (MHFW) requesting bilin-

Patil said, “We have written
twice to the ministry, asking
them to give Kannada option as
having question paper in both
Kannada and English will help
students from rural back-
ground as we have a majority
of them from rural parts.” The
government recently wrote an-
